On Friday, April 19, 2019, as a result of a heavy rain storm, a 15” diameter tree fell on top
of an 8” sewer line and caused a sewer spill. Sewage spilling in the creek poses a threat to
the public's health and safety as well as the environment. Sewer spills must be stopped and
addressed immediately. The Renee Group (RGI), was called to complete the repair on 8” sewer
line.
The scope of work required RGI to set up emergency by pass pumping to prevent sewage from
entering the creek. RGI replaced approximately 75 feet of damaged pipe with an 8” steel
coated pipe and two supportive, concrete piers. Temporary creek crossing was required. The
project also included site restoration and erosion control.

Cedar Ridge Trail was considered an emergency due to sewage spilling into the creek. These
spills can potentially cause health hazards, damage homes and businesses and threaten the
environment and local waterways. Purchasing and Contracting was made aware of the need for an
emergency procurement at the time of the event.
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
